Specification – Firefighters Gear Bag - Draft

General

This specification requires the supply of a rectangular bag designed for storage of firefighter’s Personal Protective Equipment within the compartments of emergency vehicles and for storage during transport between work locations.  The gear bag shall provide adequate storage for the firefighter’s turnout jacket and trouser, wildfire jacket, structural firefighting helmet and Level 3 footwear.  The gear bag must be constructed with a separate sealed section for the storage of the Level 3 footwear (Chemical resistant footwear).

The bag must be constructed of heavy-duty materials and closures that will withstand the high degree of rugged treatment that is likely to be encountered during transport within emergency vehicles and should be water resistant.  

Gear bags will be evaluated and rated according to the following criteria:-

1. Practical testing and evaluation by MFESB personnel;

2. Feedback from firefighters involved in the testing and evaluation;

Dimensions

The bag must be of sufficient dimensions to transport the following equipment:-

Structural firefighting jacket; 

Structural firefighting trousers;

Wildfire jacket;

Structural firefighting helmet; and 

Level 3 footwear

Construction

The bag shall be constructed of a material that is capable of withstanding constant rugged treatment.

Personal Identification

The bag shall have a means of permanently marking the name and registered number of the owner on the outside of the bag.

Closures

Heavy-duty two-way zippers are to be used in the construction of the bags
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
