Firefighters Station/Work Uniforms

General

This specification requires the supply of garments including trousers, socks, work jackets, sun hats, pullover’s, t-shirts and shirts designed for use by firefighters in routine station work and associated activities.  The station/work wear should be designed and constructed so as not to cause or contribute to injury from an unexpected thermal exposure.  The garments submitted may be “multi-purpose” garments that are also designed and certified as primary protective garments for situations including, but not limited to wildland firefighting, road accident rescue and emergency medical services.

The garments should meet or exceed the minimum design and performance requirements nominated for Station/Work Uniforms for Fire and Emergency Services specified in NFPA 1975:1999 or similar firefighter Standard.

Average environmental conditions typically experienced in Victoria must have been considered in the design and construction of these garments.

Protective garments will be evaluated and rated according to the following criteria:-

1. Information and certified test data provided by the tenderers;

2. Practical testing and evaluation by Fire Service personnel;

3. Feedback from firefighters involved in the testing and evaluation;

4. Ability to effectively control the hazards identified in the attached risk assessment.

Garments should comply with the design and performance requirements of NFPA 1975:1999 or similar Standard prior to final acceptance of the garments. 

Rank identification

Shirts must incorporate a mechanism to provide rank identification to incorporate the current Fire Service rank structure (copy attached).

Compatibility

Garments must be compatible with and not impair the safe operation of PPE including structural and wildland firefighting ensembles and protective footwear.

Trousers

Trousers shall be dark navy in colour with at least two hip pockets and one rear pocket.  Tenderers may choose to provide a separate wildfire and station/work trouser or a combined wildfire/station/work trouser.  If a combined wildfire/station/work trouser is provided, the trouser must meet the design and performance requirements of AS 4824:2001.

Sizing

Garments must be available in a wide range of sizes including female sizes.  Garments should be designed for station and emergency work undertaken by firefighters.  Tailor made garments may be required for personnel unable to be accommodated within the normal sizing ranges.

Socks

Socks must be black in colour and available in both short and long configurations.

T-Shirts

Shirts must be navy blue in colour and identified with the Fire Service logo. Samples to be provided in both short and long sleeve configurations.

Shirts

Shirts must be navy blue in colour and identified with the Fire Service logo. Samples to be provided in both short and long sleeve configurations.

Epaulettes and badges

Any epaulettes or badges must not melt, drip or ignite when subjected to heat or flame. 
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
